the following products — concealer, foundation, loose powder, blush/bronzer,
eye shadow, eyeliner, mascara and lip gloss. All participants are required to
arrive with a clean, makeup free face and 2 independent witnesses with a
background in cosmetics are required to act as scrutineers.
